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Dear parent/carer,
As part of our ongoing careers programme throughout school, we have recently launched the ‘Xello’ careers platform to all pupils from Year 7 through to Year 11. Xello is an online careers tool that allows pupils to identify their strengths, interests and skills and allows them to explore potential job roles or career sectors that may interest them in the future, as well as identifying possible education and employment routes that would support pupils in reaching their long-term ambitions. 
Xello has recently been launched to pupils during PSHE or form time where pupils were asked to log in and complete the first stage – the ‘About Me’ section. However we would encourage pupils to log in to the platform whenever they like to keep researching their options and ideas! The school will continue to use the Xello platform for careers activities and interventions throughout the school year, via PSHE and form time.
Please encourage your son or daughter to log on and utilise the platform. Xello is a website (not an app) and is best accessed on chrome, can be used on PCs, laptops, Tablets and Smartphones.
This can be accessed by:
1. Visiting the GMACS website https://gmacs.co.uk/ 
2. Click ‘Career Plan’ (one of the purple boxes)
3. Click ‘Log in’ – red bed, underneath the Xello logo (left hand side)
4. Pupils then sign in with their school email addresses (forename.surname@moorsidehigh.com), and if logging in for the first time the password is ‘moorside’ 
5. Once pupils have logged in they will be prompted to change this password to their own choice, which we encourage them to write down in their school planners so they don’t forget!
